Sandra Hutton called the meeting to order at 11:55 a.m.

Darlene DiProto moved, seconded by Joe Quartiero and unanimously voted to approve the April 25, 2003 Executive Board meeting.

TREASURER’S REPORT:  Marguerite Phillips reviewed the Treasurer’s Report and noted that she has deposited $20,000 in a money market account.  She advised that the auditor is pleased with the record keeping.  She recapped the Spring Conference income ($41,140.00) and expenses ($40,906.38).  

On a motion duly made and seconded it was unanimously voted to approve the Treasurer’s Reports.

Sandra remarked regarding the spring Conference funds not being over-expended, and that it is worh while to stay and participate in all activities.   Patty Strauss complimented the committee on the excellence of the conference and all concurred.  

FALL CONFERENCE  Joe Quartiero, Joe Camposeo and Sandra commented on the upcoming fall Conference program and arrangements at the UCONN facility.

CTCA Mission Statement:  Sandra reported that the mission statement has not been completed and is still in preparation stage.

CTCA WEBSITE:  Sandra Reported the website will be unveiled soon.

TECHNOLOGY COMMITTEE:  Laura Francis reported that committee members, as well as anyone else, will be trained at Qsend headquarters in Waterbury.

TOWN CLERK OF THE YEAR AWARDS – new criteria:   Would like to do in the Fall – Joyce Mascena will handle this – if unable to get out in time we will do this award in the Spring.

Criteria:  length of service,  significant accomplishment,  active involvement in the Association.

The nominating committee (8 County Vice-Presidents and President of the CTCA) will select no more than six (6) names to be voted upon.

Mary Ellen Heckler moved, seconded by Darlene DiProto and unanimously voted, to approve the new criteria for the TOWN CLERK of the YEAR AWARD.

LEGISLATIVE COMMITTEE:  Joe Camposeo reported that the legislators are well aware of the Town Clerk’s involvement in the legislative process.  He reviewed the current status of bills and advised that we are prepared to craft a new presidential bill.  Joe introduced Michael Dugan of M P Guinan Associates who presented the Final legislative Summary and commented that the two manor issues are budget and elections and that the Town Clerks have an excellent reputation with the legislators.   Sandra commented that the voter registration Converse system does not work and further we need to take a strong stand on the Presidential ballot issue.

EDUCATION COMMITTEE:  Betsy Barret reviewed upcoming courses:  grant writing, town budgeting, Other Duties, basic computer skills to use with website, how to use web page effectively,  She also suggested that the non-association member fee should be increased  and “wording” for same be reviewed.

At 1:15 p.m. Susan Bysewicz, SECRETARY OF STATE, and Maria Greenslade, Deputy, arrived and conducted a general discussion regarding the Presidential ballot situation and voter system (centralized voter registration) which must be in place by 1/1/2004.  Currently there are five (5) towns not on the system.  There will be a restructuring of the Secretary of State’s office and an attorney will be in charge who has legislative experience and to be sure we are complying with Federal law.

MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE/Mentoring Program:  Laura Francis advised that there is a great need for temporary help.  Patty Strauss advised that Fairfield County is drawing from retirees.  Lisa Leary advised that 29 mentors have signed up and 6 matches have been made.

CERTIFICATION COMMITTEE:  Lisa Valenti noted that 26 took the exam and 18 passed.  She advised that Katie Wall is reviewing the Town Clerk handbook which is the job of the Certification Committee.

CONFERENCE COMMITTEE:  Sandra reported that the Spring conference will be held at the Windsor Marriott and the following Fall conference will be at the Stamford Marriott ($129/night).

SCHOLARSHIP COMMITTEE:  In Bill Hammel’s absence, Sandra asked that we encourage application for same.

THE RECORD  Marguerite Phillips, Treasurer, advised that paid advertising will not affect our tax exempt status (will be reported as “unrelated business income”).

Ellen Dupont reports that in the near future we will be putting THE RECORD on our website which will greatly save manpower and mailing costs.

RETIREES/Approval of gift:  Lisa Leary listed those retirees who will be honored at the upcoming conference and advised that they will receive as a gift the picture that has been given in prior years.   After considerable discussion it was determined that beginning with this coming Spring conference the retirees will be able to choose their gift from a number of items offered.

On a motion duly made and seconded it was unanimously voted to adjourn at 2:35 p.m.
