A meeting of the Executive Board was held at the Baci Grill, Cromwell, Connecticut on Wednesday, December 2, 2008.  The meeting was called to order at 11:18 AM by President Joseph Camposeo.  Those present were L. Cotton, I. Masse, M Motter Beno, W. Hamel, J. Quartiero, M. Phillips, K. Wall, C. Nurmi, J. Camposeo, T. Pac, L. Leary, G. Salisbury, C. Lee, P. Ray, S. Miller, P. Strauss, J. Macena, D, Denette, C. Keily and M. Dugan from M. P. Guinan, Associates.
A motion was made by W. Hamel and seconded by P. Ray to approve the minutes of the September 8, 2008 meeting.   All in favor.

Joe Camposeo explained that we would amend the agenda and focus on the legislative initiative first.  Patty Strauss and Joyce Mascena presented legislation.  Three areas of focus this year are in Election, Finance and Judiciary.  Some proposals are to clean up a few laws to bring them in line with other legislation.  There is a proposal to have the candidates name to mirror what they filed with the office of the Secretary of the State in their declaratory letter.  Also propose defining the issue of “admitting official” and making the Town Clerk a member of this Board pursuant to section 9-15a.  Also have the moderator appear before the Registrar of Voters, not Town Clerk, for provisional ballot packets.  A proposal will be made to have the tax collector, provide a release of lien over fifteen years old instead of being released by operation of law, remove marginal notation for amendment of declaration of bylaws, have condominium association record in the land records resale certificates, remove the wording allowing the town clerk to endorse on the record of the encumbrance discharged by judgment of the Superior Court along with the volume and page in the land records where the judgment is recorded.  Another proposal is to allow for the clerk to record in the land records a discharge of attachment and not keep a separate book for such purposes, record withdrawal or dissolution of suit and no marginal notation be needed.  Finally to allow the plaintiff or his attorney to file a certificate dissolving such lien in the land records upon the request of any interested person.  Finance proposals being presented allow each Clerk attending a conference of the Secretary of the State to have the town pay the cost of registration and mileage at a rate not less than the Internal Revenue Service Standard Mileage Rate.  Also proposes to raise dog license fees, raise the fee for filing a liquor permit to $5.00 and the fees for filing Notary Public  to $20 and the cost of filing any map to $20 and allow for the standard mileage if a clerk has to travel to record a Notary Republic.
A discussion was held regarding the recording of map images with documents as a Schedule A and we should note that it will not be considered a map filed in the respective town.  We could also stamp the document as illegible in accordance with PA 93-389 if it is recorded as a Schedule A.
A discussion was held regarding the redacting of names on the land records.  Everyone was in agreement that there are no easy solutions.  Joe believes that the Association should take the leadership role with the FOI issue.  We should work cooperatively with groups as to how things can be accomplished.  Possible we should provide interested parties with a list of our responsibilities and how we believe we can work with tm to accomplish their goals.

At this point Mike Dugan left the meeting.

Joe proposed a Board meeting in March to review legislation and other business.

The renewal of the contract with M P Guinan & Associates was the next item on the revised agenda.  The proposal remained the same as last year.  A motion was made by Marguerite Phillips and seconded by Deb Denette to approve the contract as presented.  It was noted that we don not pay sales tax which was listed in the contract.  We will cross out and initial the sales tax notation and sign the contract.  All allowed voting members voted in favor.

Old Business:  There was a continued discussion regarding FOI and posting minutes on town websites.  The FOI Liaison committee will be working with the Commission for clarification of the duties and responsibilities of towns.

Tolland County will be hosting the spring conference in Windsor.  The fall conference will be held at Water’s Edge September 16-18th.
Therese Pac presented a proposal for lowering fees for the schools.  She will be sending a proposed fee schedule for consideration.  Discussion has also begun to initiate our own certification program.  A proposal will be presented at the March meting.

Sharon Miller reported there were 13 scholarships awarded.  The scholarship committee would like to see the fee cost fully funded.  A motion was made by Sharon Miller and seconded by Joe Quartiero that the scholarship committee may fully fund the CTCA school and increase NEMCI up to $300.  Also increase funding for the NE Conference up to $300.  All in favor.

Marguerite Phillips presented the audit which was filed for record.

L. Leary, K. Wall and L. Cotton left the meeting at 2:18 PM. 

The CTCA has a profit of $22,151.00

Joe Camposeo will be meeting with DEP In January for feedback on the new system.

Being no further business to come before the board a motion to adjourn was duly made and seconded.  Meeting adjourned at 2:25 PM
