A meeting of the Executive Board was held at the Baci Grill on November 29, 2007.  The meeting was called to order at 12:13 by Joseph Camposeo.  Present were L. Terry, M. Grande, C. Lee, V. Salisbury, P. Spruance, S. Miller, L. Cotton, C. Nurmi, J. Quartiero, D. Denette, W. Hamel, D. Carey, J. Camposeo, L. Leary, L. Valenti, K. Wall, T. Pac, J. Mascena, P. Strauss, B. Dixon, K. Marsden and L. Francis.
A motion was made by D. Denette and seconded by T. Pac to accept the minutes of the September 6, 2007 meeting.  All in favor.

President’s Report – Joe presented a report regarding what he had received as feedback for goals and objectives.(attached to these minutes)  He also presented a letter he will be sending to all members of the Association regarding PA 7-252 regarding compulsory searchable terminals in each Town Clerk office by January, 2009.  He will be creating an ad hoc committee which will combine Technology and Education Committees to work with the Public Records Administrator to communicate our concerns regarding land record technology.  This committee will be formed in the beginning of next year.  Joe then announced the election of Lisa Terry as First Executive Vice-President and William Hamel as Assistant Treasurer.  Orientation for new Clerks will be held in January.  County VP’s are to notify Lisa Valenti if there are any new Clerks in their counties.  A motion was made by W. Hamel and seconded by K. Marsden to approve the contract with M P Guinan as lobbyist for the same cost as last year.  All in favor.
Laura Francis addressed the Board thanking everyone for their support and votes of confidence.  She will continue her relationship with this Association and would be willing to help us in any way possible.  Joe thanked her for all of her help over the years.

Treasurer’s Report -  Marguerite was unable to attend but reported the Audit for last year has been completed and everything is satisfactory.  She will have a written report at the next meeting.

Old Business -  This was handled in the President’s Report.

New Business – This was handled in the President’s Report

Committees:

Legislative -  Patty Strauss informed the board that the initiative is set for the 2008 session.  The Association is in support of the recounts being done by machine using a spare memory card.  We also will be addressing technical changes in this session.

Education – Therese Pac reported that the December school is on Land Records and is being held December 19 – December 20.  A MMC course on January 9th will be given by Dr. K. Giles on Work Style Differences.  IIMC is reconsidering how they review education credits.  Hopefully they will become less rigid on their requirements.  There is consideration being given into other certification organizations and possible inviting them to our next conference.
Certification – Lisa Valenti indicated that there will also be a panel on Back to Basics at the school.  The Land Records section of the Handbook has been revised.  Land records will be done on the first day.

Membership – Lisa Leary explained that different members of this committee can work on the many different facets of the committee (i.e. mentor, cheer etc.)  They will be redefining the mission of membership.

Scholarship – Sharon Miller reported that the committee met in October and considered 13 applications for scholarships.  All thirteen applicants were awarded scholarships with  $2,900 total awarded.  The applications were then forwarded to NEMCI for their consideration.  A suggestion was made that we could contact newly elected clerks to consider an application even though the deadline has passed.  A motion was made by W. Hamel and seconded by J. Quartiero to relax the deadline for newly elected Clerks for CTCA scholarships only.  A motion to amend was made by G. Salisbury and seconded by W. Hamel to include all new Clerks.  All were in favor of the amendment and a vote was taken on the original motion with all present in favor.
Vitals -  Kate Wall reported on genealogists and their access to vital records.  She wanted to know if anyone was having difficulty with them.  Clerks should be letting Vital Records in Hartford know how we are addressing the federal requirements.  The public can’t have direct public access to vital records.  If a record has a social security number it must be redacted and a copy made before they can look at the record from 1990 on.  There is the possibility of providing Beth the opportunity to speak at the conference.

Conference – D. Carey reported that the spring conference will be held at the Trumbull

 Marriott on April 23 – April 25.  Room rate is $129/night.  Fairfield County Clerks are hosting.  The fall conference is back at Water’s Edge in Westbrook September 17 – September 19, 2008 hosted by Litchfield County.

Technology – Therese Pac is working on having the election forms converted to an electronic format. They are also working on getting the Conveyance Tax form converted to an electronic version rather than the multi part form presently being used.  They are working with Eunice on Land Records Standards and will hopefully be meeting in the end of January.

Retirees – The qualifications for being honored as a retiree are ten years of service as a Clerk and being retired as of the conference.

Town Clerk of the Year – No report needed at this time.

Bylaws – Karen Marsden still needs one more person for this committee.  She is asking for names from the County VP’s of anyone interested in serving on this committee.

Election/FOI/ Secretary of the State Liaison Committee – Leslie Cotton asked those in attendance to let her know of any problems or difficulties they may have experienced at the past election.  There were some concerns with the recount process.  It seemed that the SOS office was overwhelmed and didn’t have the feeling of urgency that was felt by the Town Clerks.  The recount manual needs to be looked at again.  The Clerks serving on the Election Enforcement part of this committee met in the fall and will follow up to see if anything needs to be addressed.  They have not met with FOI as of yet but hopefully this will happen in January.  Lisa Leary addressed the Board regarding the recount held in East Haven.

IIMC Region I – Bernice Dixon reported on the Board meeting held in Florida in October.  The meeting lasted eleven yours with a lengthy discussion on the Education/Certification process.  A task force has been appointed to address these concerns with a goal of a quick turnaround for the report.  CMC applications have been brought current and IIMC is now working on the MMC applications to bring them current.  IIMC is working on the exchange of information with other countries to compare our duties.  The Education Director’s contract has been renewed for another two years.  Athenian Dialog participants will be awarded points for their work.  The 2112 conference is in Portland Oregon and the 2010 Conference has still not been resolved.  It will possibly be held in Liverpool, England.  The Region I meeting will be March 27 – March 28 at Saratoga Springs, NY.

The next board meeting tentatively scheduled to be held February 14th at the Baci Grill in Cromwell.  This meeting is subject to change.
Being no further business to come before the board a motion to adjourn was made by Joe Quartiero and seconded by Karen Marsden.
